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In the dissertation work, the actual scientific and applied task of substantiating
the directions of the transformation of state management of the development of
general secondary education in the information society by developing a set of
measures aimed at strengthening all types of their autonomy, taking into account the
cause-and-effect relationships in the system of state management of general
secondary education of Ukraine, is fulfilled.

The periodization of the formation of the system of state management of the
development of general secondary education in Ukraine was carried out on the basis
of the use of retrospective analysis, which made it possible to distinguish five main
historical stages: institutional, related to the formation of the education system as a
social institution; the formation of the secular and church education system (up to
the second half of the 18th century); state regulation of the education system (until
the beginning of the 20th century); the state education system (until the end of the
20th century); public-private education system (to date). This made it possible to
identify fundamental changes in the development of the state management of
education in each of the studied periods; to form an idea of the development of the
system of state management of education, based on the role of the state, as a
guarantor of the fulfillment of its mission by education - the formation of the nation's
intellectual capital; outline the most important trends and problems of state
management of education.

The systematization of the key problems of state management of the
development of general secondary education in the information society based on the
use of two criteria - the interests of stakeholders and the conditions of education
made it possible to single out: problems: children, teachers, parents, employers, the
public, local authorities, the state; problems: in conditions of reform, in conditions
of quarantine, in rural areas, in conditions of mixed education. It has been proven
that a significant problem of the management of the secondary education system at
the basic level is the insufficient development of management capacity for the
decentralized provision of relevant services. The key problems of general secondary

education management in the conditions of informatization of society remain:



temporary gaps in legislative and by-laws regarding the development of the
information society (staff lists, changes in the type of educational institution,
electronic document management, etc.); low level of implementation of modern
information and communication technologies of network interaction due to
inadequate provision of institutional-legal, organizational-administrative, technical-
technological compatibility and interaction between management bodies of different
levels; lack of access to the Internet in rural areas; limited access to quality online
education for certain categories of the population; imperfection of the mechanisms
of involvement in education management and its renewal of institutions of civil
society, boards of trustees; lack of a Concept of public management of the education
sector; inconsistency of the state of specialized training of graduates of educational
institutions with professional higher education institutions; weak motivation of
society and business to invest in education.

Based on the analysis of approaches to the interpretation of such terms as:
"state policy"”, "state policy in the field of education”, "educational policy", "state
management of education”, the meaning of the concept "state management of the
development of general secondary education in the information society" has been
clarified, which is identified as a set of measures of a power-administrative nature,
aimed at ensuring internal transformations of the education system - changes in its
content, forms and principles of organization with the aim of achieving a higher level
of its organization, achieving the quality necessary for the formation of a service-
oriented educational policy based on the implementation of information-
communication technologies.

The principles of state policy in the field of education in accordance with the
Law of Ukraine "On Education" are highlighted, which best ensure the development
of the education system in the information environment: transparency and publicity
of the adoption and implementation of management decisions; responsibility and
accountability of education management bodies and educational institutions, other
subjects of educational activity to society; institutional separation of the functions

of control (supervision) and the functions of ensuring the activities of educational



institutions; democracy; public-public partnership; integration into the international
educational and scientific space; availability for every citizen of all forms and types
of educational services provided by the state and others.

The state of regulatory and legal support of the state management of the
development of general secondary education in Ukraine was revealed and proposals
were made for its improvement, in particular, the expediency of making additions to
the regulatory framework was justified on the following issues: implementation of
management processes during distance and mixed education; provision of
specialized education in institutions of general secondary education; identification
of licensed institutions and platforms for the provision of professional development
services for managers (managers); creation of an informational and educational
environment; formation of a national strategy for the development of education and
regulations regarding the activities of regional authorities in the system education.
In the process of systematization of such regulatory documents as: international
conventions, declarations; laws of Ukraine; Decrees of the President of Ukraine;
resolutions and orders of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine; orders of the Ministry
of Education and Culture of Ukraine; interstate and interdepartmental legal
documents; internal norms and rules of institutions of general secondary education,
their implementation by individual Departments and administrations/departments of
education, institutions of general secondary education was monitored, and
deficiencies in regulatory and legal support were clarified.

Since the further transformation of the state management of education in the
conditions of the development of the information society should be related to the
improvement of the normative and legal foundations of the ICT support of the state
administration; introduction of electronic document flow in the structures of the
education sector and creation of a specialized information network within the
system; ensuring information protection, electronic signature; elimination of digital
inequality, the work substantiates the formation of a single educational information

and communication environment.



The methodical foundations of the implementation of the concept of
specialized education in the formation of managerial competencies of students have
been developed, which are distinguished by the recognition of the priority of using
mathematical tools when students acquire the functional skills of a manager in an
information environment, which was reflected in the author's approved Curriculum
"Management and Mathematics" for students aged 15-18 .

In the developed proposals for identifying the possible consequences of the
implementation of alternative state-management solutions aimed at the development
of general secondary education, it is determined that the current place in the list of
specialized disciplines should be occupied by managerial disciplines; the content of
management coaching as an effective technology of scientific and methodical
support has been specified; proposed mental map of possible types of consulting
services in management activities of the field of education according to 8 vectors:
general management, administration, financial management, personnel
management, marketing, quality of educational services, information technology,
special services.

The search for an optimal combination of various forms of state participation
in the management of the development of the education system made it possible to
substantiate the conceptual approach to the improvement of the model of state-public
management of the general secondary education system in the information society,
which provides for the interaction of participants in the educational process taking
into account the characteristic features of certain groups of stakeholders: internal
(general secondary education, teachers, employees) and external (the state; society
as a whole; parents of students of general secondary education; potential students of
education; entrepreneurs; local communities; providers of work (services); Ministry
of Education and Science of Ukraine; mass media, public organizations), which
requires constant coordination of positions and finding compromises.

Developed recommendations for improving the measures of the
organizational mechanism of state management of the development of general

secondary education institutions in the information environment, the difference of



which is their direction to strengthen all types of their autonomy on the basis of
taking into account cause-and-effect relationships in the system of state management
of general secondary education: personnel policy - movement personnel (personnel
autonomy); system of providing educational services - polysubjectivity of
administration (organizational autonomy); flexibility of educational programs —
localization of educational services (academic autonomy); financial responsibility
of the founders — financial transparency (financial autonomy).

The main provisions of the dissertation have been tested and successfully
implemented in the practical activities of executive authorities, local self-
government bodies and institutions of general secondary education, institutions of
higher education and continuing education.
