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The dissertation is devoted to the development of the theoretical and
methodological foundations of the study of the cooperation of territorial
communities and the justification of practical recommendations for its improvement,
taking into account the challenges of security instability and the prospects of

Ukraine's European integration.



The object of the study is the development of the system of local self-
government in Ukraine.

The subject of the research is theoretical and methodological principles and
practical recommendations for improving the cooperation of territorial communities.

In the dissertation, for the first time, the theoretical and methodological
foundations of the institutional interaction of communities in the process of their
cooperation are substantiated, which provide for the formation of a system of
relations at various levels of interaction with internal (local self-government bodies,
business, the public, social communities) and external (other territorial communities,
state government, public organizations and associations, international partners)
environment. A similar approach to understanding the cooperation of territorial
communities reflects the prospects of forming a system of community interactions
at all institutional levels.

The administrative and historical prerequisites for the formation of the
institution of territorial communities as subjects of local self-government have been
studied. The main approaches to understanding the essence of the community
(social, economic, political, administrative, legal, integration) are summarized;
features of the community (the integration approach, in particular, takes into account
the legal grounds for assigning a territorial community to a certain administrative-
territorial unit, the level of social cohesion, self-organizational activity, the
formation of a sense of belonging to the community), ways of expressing the will of
the population and directions of community development), ways of expressing the
will of the population and directions of community development.

The developed theoretical and methodological provisions allow to deepen the
scientific understanding of the subjectivity of the community and its place in the
activity paradigm of cooperation and integration.

The normative and legal environment of cooperation of territorial
communities of Ukraine has been analyzed, which allows us to talk about the
presence of favorable prerequisites for the activation of community interactions at

all institutional levels.



The practice of cooperation of territorial communities of Ukraine in
conditions of decentralization was studied by applying the author's methodical
approach, which involves the analysis of interactions within the community,
interaction of the community with state authorities, with other communities of the
region and the state, with foreign partner communities, non-governmental domestic
and foreign public organizations.

A critical assessment of the role of the state in stimulating the cooperation of
territorial communities of Ukraine, mechanisms and instruments of state support for
cooperation of territorial communities was carried out.

The specifics and possibilities of cooperation between territorial communities
of Ukraine during the war period were revealed, which made it possible to carry out
a scientific and applied justification for determining the priorities of community
cooperation in conditions of instability. Recommendations are provided regarding
the functionality of communities depending on their security status and opportunities
to stimulate business relocation and support internally displaced persons.

The priorities of stimulating the cooperation of territorial communities of
Ukraine on the way to post-war recovery are substantiated, which involves the
classification of communities according to security criteria and the development of
methods for evaluating the development potential of communities and the
effectiveness of their cooperation, creating a community resilience profile. This
makes it possible to determine strategic priorities for the development of territorial
communities, which will serve as criteria for state stimulation of their cooperation.

Ways to intensify the participation of public institutions in the processes of
cooperation of territorial communities of Ukraine are proposed. They combine direct
interactions with communities through re-granting, charitable activities, mentoring,
organizational, educational, informational, executive, advisory activities, as well as
through their mediation in international interactions.

Recommendations for stimulating international cooperation of territorial
communities in the context of Ukraine's European integration prospects have been

formulated. The importance of the program activities of civil society institutes in



shaping the grant history of communities and their stimulation in writing projects
for participation in grant competitions, which make it possible to form recognition
of communities in the international space, is proven.
